Reflection for 3" June 2018 By Fr Adrian Graffy
Tenth Sunday of Ordinary Time(Year B)

Gospel reading: Mark 14:12-16, 22-26

Other readings: Exodus 24:3-8 Hebrews 9:11-15

The Solemnity of the Body and Blood of Christ is an
opportunity to revisit the events of Holy Thursday, and in
particular the institution of the Eucharist. It is against the
background of Jesus' approaching death that we gain a deeper
understanding of the actions of Jesus at the Last Supper.

The disciples are told to prepare the Passover. While the
Jewish Passover feast celebrated God's goodness in liberating
the chosen people from slavery in Egypt, the Supper which
Jesus gives will commemorate the selfless love of his death on
the cross, by which we are liberated and born to new life.

In blessing and sharing the bread and wine Jesus is giving
himself. By doing this in memory of him his disciples make
present through the centuries the gift and sacrifice of Jesus
Christ. The Letter to the Hebrews illustrates how the death of
Christ is the once-and-for-all sacrifice of himself for our
salvation. It makes redundant all the sacrifices of the old law.

It is by his own blood that Christ purifies us. The blood of goats
and bulls is no longer necessary. This is why Christ's sacrifice
is the sacrifice of the 'new covenant' of which we are the
beneficiaries.

What does the Eucharist mean to me?

Pray for a deeper awareness of being drawn into the Body of
Christ by receiving the Eucharist.

Pray for a sense of unity with God's people as we share ‘one
bread' and 'one cup'.
